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During the Summer of 2006, I took a group of 5 youth from Northminster Presbyterian on my first mission
trip. It wasn’t far away—not far from my hometown in Pittsburgh. I chose to arrange the trip through Group
Workcamps because the organization was well established in providing service opportunities for youth. I
drove the kids and participated as a counselor/responsible adult while the Group Workcamp staff made com-
munity contacts with local service organizations, planned devotions, provided worship, and set up our living
arrangements. The experience allowed me, the sole Youth Leader, an opportunity to engage in the ministry of
service as a full participant.

The mission trip changed our group. Not only did the trip nurture our bond as a youth group, but it enabled
spiritual growth that could not have been achieved in our weekly youth meetings. The students developed a
greater understanding of what it means to be a Christian in the world outside the church’s four walls. They
experienced how a common identity through Christ unites us to a greater community. They emptied them-
selves of the petty concerns that send messages that we are “not enough,” and filled themselves with the confi-
dence of the Holy Spirit. They recognized the work of service as an act of love and an extension of a Christian
call. And I did too.

In July, a group of four students and one daring adult from Central will be taking their first mission trip to
provide “A Week of Hope” to the community of greater Cincinnati through the Group Workcamps organiza-
tion. I am excited to join them on their journey. The impact of this week is likely to influence their outlook to-
wards mission for a lifetime.

Please pray for the students and adult chaperones as we prepare our hearts and minds for living out our faith
through service work in Cincinnati! If you would like to make a financial contribution to support our trip, you
may indicate that your monies be directed to the “Youth Mission Trip” on an envelope or in the memo of a
check that can be placed in the church offering or dropped off in the church office during weekday hours.
